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Roswell Road
Gets a Facelift

Construction began in October
on the long-awaited Roswell
Road streetscape project which
will provide pedestrian improve-
ments, help better manage traffic
to the businesses and beautify the business district.

The streetscape will be installed on both sides of
Roswell Road from Hammond Drive to Hilderbrand
Drive and calls for nine-foot sidewalks, landscaping,
street trees and pedestrian lighting, benches,
planters and stylish trash cans.

The $1.2 million project is funded by Fulton
County, federal transportation dollars and private
donations. This year SSRI received for the project
$100,000 for pedestrian lighting from the Atlanta
Regional Commission’s Livable Centers Initiative
and a $60,000 grant from The UPS Foundation.
This is the first of three streetscape projects
planned for Roswell Road. When completed, the
streetscape will extend on both sides of Roswell
Road from Cliftwood Drive to Johnson Ferry Road,
and along Johnson Ferry Road to Abernathy Road.

SSRI took on the project in the late
1990's securing federal and county
funds. SSRI Executive Director

Nancy Leathers came on board in
September of last year and has lead
efforts to complete the monumental
tasks of attaining property easements
and relocating utilities along Roswell
Road, which is a state highway.

“This project is challenging given

the large number of owners, tenants
and utilities to coordinate and limited
space in which to make the improvements and
utility relocations,” said Ms. Leathers, “With that
in mind, it is significant that everyone has been
extremely cooperative and helpful during this
process.”

Work on new driveway entrances is currently
underway on the west side of the road during
the overnight hours. Preparations for construction
began in August when the first of several utility
lines were relocated to poles at the rear of build-
ings along Roswell Road.

When the last of the utility lines are moved, the old
wooden poles fronting Roswell Road within the
project limits will be removed. Construction on the
west side is expected to be complete by the end of
this year and work on the east side is expected to
begin after the new year.

SSRI's mission is to make Sandy Springs one of
metro-Atlanta’s premier communities in which to
live, work and shop by planning a desirable urban

SSC Sets Sites on Funding Park Plan

The Sandy Springs Conservancy has completed the
master plan for The Great Park at Morgan Falls and
pedestrian bridge. The organization is now setting
sites on the development of a fundraising campaign
to achieve the plan’s goals.

The plan calls for $10 million in projects, including a
$1.2 million pedestrian bridge over the river, to be
phased in over a period of time. The Conservancy is
breaking the plan down into sections and seeks to
raise about $2 million to begin implementation of a
riverside amenity area, a pavilion area, an entrance
gate on Morgan Falls Road and a small dog park.

Commissioners Tom Lowe and Bob Fulton have set
aside $100,000 for park projects and Commissioner
Lowe has earmarked $200,000 for the bridge. These
funds could be used as seed monies for potential
grants. The Conservancy has also received a
$100,000 grant to help develop the park from an
Atlanta-based foundation.

The $115,000 master plan for the park was funded
primarily by Fulton County under the leadership of
Commissioners Lowe and Fulton. The master plan
study area consists of more than 100 acres of public,
semi-public and private land including 69 acres
owned by Fulton County and 35 acres of Georgia
Power land on the Fulton County side of the
Chattahoochee River at the historic Morgan Falls
Dam. The study area encompasses the Morgan Falls
Road corridor out to Roswell Road.

“The concept of the Morgan Falls Park plan is to look
at a set of integrated resources along the corridor,”
said Linda Bain of the Sandy Springs Conservancy
board of directors.

The plan aims to preserve the natural areas around
the river while at the same time providing passive
recreation opportunities to residents such as better

access to the river and walking trails. The park could
potentially connect to existing ball fields and a golf
course on Morgan Falls Road, and privately owned
forested land held by Barry Teague, owner of Walton
Communities.

As the vision for the park developed, the Conservancy
realized the opportunity for The Great Park at Morgan
Falls to become a critical hub in a regional park sys-
tem with a pedestrian bridge across the river to con-
nect National Park Service land and trails in nearby
counties.

was approved by residents. The Fulton County Board
of Commissioners approved on Nov. 5 a petition by
the residents for the traffic calming project allowing
SSRI to seek a construction contractor. Bids are
expected to go out in January 2004. Construction is
expected to begin in early 2004.

Mt. Vernon Parkway

Residents attended an Oct. 14 public meeting to
review a proposed concept for a sidewalk and traffic
calming project. The design firm is now proceeding
with the design phase based on comments received
at the public meeting. Construction is projected to
begin in March 2004.

“There is significant community support for this proj-
ect in both Fulton and Cobb counties,” said SSRI
Executive Director Nancy Leathers.

Other issues are addressed in the plan such as fund-
ing to restore and protect the river bank from eroding
and improvements to Morgan Falls Road.

River Valley Road

A second public meeting to review a proposed con-
cept for sidewalks, landscaping and a traffic circle was
planned for Nov. 13 giving residents an opportunity
to comment and ask questions about the proposal.
Designs will be prepared once the concept is agreed
upon. Construction is projected to begin in February
2005.

SSRI, under a contract with Fulton County, manages proj-
ects intended to enhance the community. Projects include
urban, neighborhood, transportation and greenspace
improvements. They are funded by a combination of coun-
ty, state, federal and private funding.
