          Commission approves Sandy Springs TAD
The Fulton County Board of Commissioners unanimously approved the Sandy Springs Tax Allocation District on Wednesday, Nov. 19. The vote was 7 to 0. 
"We are very pleased with the overwhelming response from the Board of Commissioners to the TAD proposal," said SSRI Executive Director Nancy Leathers. We are looking forward taking the TAD proposal to the Board of Education.”
The TAD was proposed by Sandy Springs Revitalization, Inc. and the Sandy Springs Business Association, an initiative of SSRI, under the direction of volunteer boards of directors. 
“This proposal is truly a community effort with a lot of hard work by so many concerned citizens from the business community and the residential community, said Ms. Leathers.
The TAD was proposed to address traffic congestion and draw quality retail, restaurants, office space and jobs to the commercial corridor of Sandy Springs.

The proposal also needs to be approved by the Fulton County Board of Education. The measure is expected to be considered by the board of education on December 11.  
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
