SSRI proposes TAD plan
The board of directors for Sandy Springs Revitalization, Inc. unanimously decided on Thursday, July 10 to move forward with a proposal for a Tax Allocation District, or a TAD, in Sandy Springs. The new TAD proposal has been revised to reflect a smaller geographical area than a proposal put forth in 2002. The new Tax Allocation District centers along the Roswell Road business corridor, from the Atlanta city limits north to Trowbridge Road. 

After considering alternative funding mechanisms, the volunteer board of directors believes a TAD is the best vehicle available to address traffic congestion and draw quality retail, restaurants, office space and jobs to the commercial corridor of Sandy Springs. The effort to establish a TAD is being driven by widespread business and residential concern over a decline in the commercial district and a number of marginal businesses. 

The revised TAD proposal was developed through input from a broad array of civic organizations, interested parties, and elected officials and represents the only comprehensive plan put forth to improve the quality of the commercial district and thereby protect the adjacent residential neighborhoods.

The Sandy Springs TAD would allocate less than 1 percent of the overall Fulton County taxable property value toward community improvement initiatives and would draw matching federal dollars. 
SSRI plans to hold community meetings regarding the TAD proposal with neighborhoods, businesses and civic organizations during the summer and fall months of this year.
