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SSRI Awarded ARC Study Grant 

The Atlanta Regional Commission awarded Sandy Springs Revitalization, Inc. $15,000 to conduct a Sandy Springs Central Business District Economic and Redevelopment Analysis. 
The grant was made available through ARC’s Livable Centers Initiative (LCI) Supplemental Study Program.  Sandy Springs qualified to apply for the supplemental study grant funds because it is already an LCI community with the ARC.  In 1998 SSRI was awarded an LCI study grant from the ARC at which time the Livable Sandy Springs Plan was commissioned and completed. LCI communities are available for study funds and transportation project funds. Sandy Springs has benefited from hundreds of thousands of dollars in LCI funds as a result of SSRI’s involvement in the LCI program. 
The supplemental study will focus on a portion of the Livable Sandy Springs Plan. The study will further the implementation of the original Livable Sandy Springs Plan by enabling the plan to go from the conceptual stage to the implementation stage of redevelopment. The study will focus on redevelopment issues such as market conditions and standards needed to encourage redevelopment. The grant requires a 50 percent local match which SSRI will provide. 
SSRI will issue a request for proposals and select a consultant. The study is expected to be completed by October 2005. 

SSRI is a non-profit, community planning and improvement organization with a mission make Sandy Springs one of metro-Atlanta’s premier communities in which to live, work and play.
