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Board of Education to consider Sandy Springs TAD

The TAD proposal is intended to jump-start redevelopment along the declining Roswell Road business district. The plan is designed to address traffic congestion and draw quality retail, restaurants, office space and jobs to the commercial corridor of Sandy Springs.
