SSRI Elects 2005 Officers

SSRI was officially incorporated in November 1993 and received its 501(c)(3) non-profit status in December 1995. 

“I’ve stayed with the organization because Sandy Springs is my home and has been all of my life so I have a particular interest in making sure our home can be the best it can be,” said Anderson. 
SSRI has succeeded in instituting numerous plans and initiatives aimed at improving the community such as the Sandy Springs Zoning Overlay District, The Livable Sandy Springs Plan and the Sandy Springs Tax Allocation District. 

In addition to putting forward community improvement initiatives, SSRI has also implemented business district and neighborhood improvement projects. Completed projects include two streetscape projects on Roswell Road and four neighborhood preservation projects. SSRI has two streetscape and two neighborhood projects ready for construction in 2005 and several more in planning stages. 
“I’m happy with the progress we’ve been able to make, it’s real progress and we’ve done it basically with a group of motivated volunteers and a small, dedicated and talented staff,” said Anderson.
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
