SSRI receives $60,000 grant from The UPS Foundation

Sandy Springs Revitalization, Inc. received a $60,000 grant from The UPS Foundation, the charitable arm of UPS. The grant is the final installment of a pledge by UPS to SSRI totaling $150,000. 
The grant will help to fund the Roswell Road streetscape project. The first of three sections of streetscape on Roswell Road in Sandy Springs is currently under construction.
