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Sandy Springs holds ARC Walkable Communities Initiative


Sandy Springs has been selected to participate in the Atlanta Regional Commission’s Walkable Communities Initiative. The ARC selected only five communities in the Atlanta area to take part in the program that aims to make communities more pedestrian friendly. 
The ARC selected Sandy Springs based on an application submitted by Sandy Springs Revitalization, Inc. SSRI has multiple pedestrian improvement projects underway in the business district and residential neighborhoods. 
A number of Sandy Springs residents were invited to participate in a single 5-1/2 hour “Walkable Community” workshop, which will take place on Tuesday, November 4, 2003, from 8:30 am to 2:00 pm, at Heritage Sandy Springs, located at 135 Hildebrand Drive, Sandy Springs, Georgia 30328 (The Williams-Payne House).  The goal is to develop realistic strategies to make the Sandy Springs community a safer and more pleasant place to walk.

The workshop will go over successful pedestrian design, safety, education, enforcement, and encouragement.  The group will relate these concepts specifically to the Sandy Springs Community by studying Roswell Road, north of Johnson Ferry Road, during the workshop. A walking audit of this area will help to understand and identify obstacles to walking and suggest potential short-term and long-term solutions.  
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
